Central Valley (Valle Central) is Chile’s 
most internationally known wine region. 
It is best known for it’s well-balanced 
reds as the climate is dry and with its 
close proximity to the Andes creates a 
wide diurnal temperature variation. Long 
Days in the sun increases the ripening 
qualities of the grapes and with the 
sudden drop at night leaves a balance of 
natural acidity. . 
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
